§ 1

1. The subject matter of the contract is gradual provision by the Contractor for the Contracting Authority of sequencing transcriptcripts using the NGS method, with the use of Illumina and PacBio technology, hereinafter referred to as the "Service", in accordance with the Contractor's commitment set out in his offer of ............, no ... ........., constituting Attachment 1 to this contract.
2. The scope of the Service includes:
a) quality control of the provided RNA samples isolated from plant tissues,

b) preparing strand specific (stranded) RNA libraries after finely removing the rRNA from total RNA for all samples provided for sequencing using Illumina technology,

c) preparing Iso-Seq RNA libraries all samples provided for sequencing in PacBio technology,
d) sequencing of libraries (b) using paired-reads protocol 2x150 bp, with assumed output minimum 40 mln pairs of reads per sample, with Illumina-dedicated device (HiSeq 4000, Novaseq),

e) sequencing of libraries (c) with assumed output minimum 7 Gb per sample, with PacBio-dedicated device (Sequel), 

f) quality control of obtained reads with removal of adapater-related sequences,

g) providing raw data in FASTQ format through a fast internet server.

§ 2

The Employer has the exclusive right to dispose of the results of the Service, their analysis and publication.
§ 3
1. The Contractor, during the term of this Contract, undertakes to perform the Service twice.
2. The Ordering Party undertakes to provide the starting material for transcriptome sequencing, specified in the given Order, to the Contractor's office, at the cost of the Contractor (without the cost of preparation and packaging of the shipment), in quantity and quality enabling the execution of a given Order. The contractor will provide transport in controlled conditions (constant temperature -20ºC).
3. The deadline for the performance of the Service covered by the order: up to 4 weeks after receipt of the samples.
4. The ordering party will send the starting material for transcriptome sequencing (fulfilling the quality criterion of the RNA isolate) in 2 batch.
5. The deadline for the performance of the Service covered by a given Order referred to in paragraph 3 of this contract, also includes providing the Ordering Party with sequential data in an electronic version regarding the results of the tests (analyzes) carried out.

6. The Contractor shall provide the Employer, as part of the remuneration received, with the option of tracking the performance of the Service by:

a) making available to the Ordering Party in the Contractor's electronic database, an individual, personalized account with a password known only to the Ordering Party and the Contractor,

b) appointing a person by means of which the Ordering Party will be able to follow the history of all sequencing and invoicing orders (by e-mail or through personal consultations),

§ 4
1. For the performance of the subject of the contract, the Contractor shall receive a remuneration in the net amount: PLN ........... 2. The Ordering Party undertakes to pay the Contractor remuneration, each time after executing the Service covered by the Order, which is the product of the number of sequencing and the cost of their execution, specified in the Contractor's offer price form, annex No. 1 to the contract, within 30 days from the date of the Service covered by the Order and delivery of the correct invoice issued by the Contractor.

3. The payment will be made by bank transfer to the Contractor's bank account indicated in the invoice.

4. The day of debiting the bank account of the Ordering Party shall be set as the date of payment.
§ 5
1. Any complaints will be reported by the Ordering Party, by email, to the email address ................................................... .., no later than within 10 business days from the date of receipt of the result of the Service covered given Order.

2. The Contractor undertakes to consider the complaint within 14 days from the date of its receipt, and in the event of its recognition, to deliver to the Ordering Party, the Service referred to in § 1 of the contract covered by the Order, free from defects, within 6 weeks from the date of submission of the complaint by the Employer.

§ 6
1. The Parties agree on the following contractual penalties:

a) for non-performance of the Service covered by a given Order within the time limit referred to in § 3 para. 3 of the contract, the Contractor shall pay the Ordering Party a contractual penalty in the amount of 1% of the value of the given Order; for each day of delay,

b) if the complaint is accepted, and the Ordering Party fails to deliver the Service covered by the Order, free from defects, within the time limits referred to in § 5 para. 2 of this contract, the Contractor shall pay the Ordering Party a contractual penalty in the amount of 10% of the gross price of the Affected Service covered by the Order, for each day of delay in delivering the Service free of defects.

c) in the event of withdrawal from the contract by the Contractor, for reasons attributable to the Contractor, the Contractor shall pay the Ordering Party a contractual penalty in the amount of 10% of the gross remuneration referred to in §4 paragraph 1 of the contract.

2. If the contractual penalty does not cover the damage suffered, the Ordering Party may claim additional compensation, exceeding the amount of the contractual penalty.

§ 7
Pursuant to Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of individuals with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data and the repeal of Directive 95/46 / EC (hereinafter referred to as the RODO) the Institute informs that:

e) with regard to the personal data obtained, the Contractor will not make decisions in an automated manner,

f) The Contractor has the right to:

- on the basis of art. 15 RODO the right of access to personal data,

- on the basis of art. 16 RODO right to rectify personal data;

- on the basis of art. 18 RODO the right to request the administrator to restrict the processing of personal data, subject to the cases referred to in art. 18 para. 2 RODO;

- the right to lodge a complaint to the President of the Office for Personal Data Protection, when the Contractor considers that the processing of personal data by the Employer violates the provisions of the RODO.

§ 8
1. In matters not covered by the provisions of this Agreement, the provisions of the Civil Code and other applicable legal provisions shall apply.

2. Changes and additions to this contract must be made in writing under pain of nullity.

3. Any disputes that may arise in connection with the application of the provisions of this Agreement shall be submitted by the Parties to the competent court in the General Court for the registered office of the Awarding Entity.
4. This contract is subject to Polish law and the jurisdiction of Polish courts.

§ 9
