§ 1

1. The subject matter of the contract is gradual provision by the Contractor for the Contracting Authority of sequencing he whole genome Bisulfite Sequencing, using Illumina technology, hereinafter referred to as the "Service", in accordance with the Contractor's commitment set out in his offer of ............, no ... ........., constituting Attachment 1 to this contract.
2. The scope of the Service includes:
a) Library construction with bisulffite treatment, 250bp-300bp insert library

b) Sequencing using Illumina platform, pair-end 150bp

c) Bioinformatic analysis including:

· Data quality control(filtering reads containing adapter or with low quality; Q20, Q30, error rate distribution, GC distribution, total bases)

· Mapping onto reference genome(mapping rate, duplication rate, sequencing depth, reads coverage)

· mCs detection, methylation level calculation:

· Methylation level and frequency distribution in different sequence context (CG, CHG, CHH)

· Methylation level and frequency distribution in different chromosomes

· Methylation level and frequency distribution in different functional elements (promoter, 5'UTR, exon, intron, 3'UTR)

· Differentially methylated regions (DMRs) detection and annotation

· Function enrichment (Gene Ontology and KEGG Pathway) of DMR-associated genes

· Visualization of BS seq data

3. It is assumed a consecutive service; with the possibility of price negotiations related to the development of Illumina technology.

§ 2

The Employer has the exclusive right to dispose of the results of the Service, their analysis and publication.
§ 3
1. The Contractor, during the term of this Contract, undertakes to perform the Service successively, each time on the basis of individual orders of the Ordering Party, hereinafter referred to as the Order.

2. The Ordering Party undertakes to provide the starting material for transcriptome sequencing, specified in the given Order, to the Contractor's office, at the cost of the Contractor/the Ordering Party* (according to the offer), in the quantity and quality enabling the execution of the given Order. The contractor/ the Ordering Party* (according to the offer) will provide transport in controlled conditions (constant temperature -20ºC).

3. The deadline for the performance of the Service covered by a given Order is maximum …... .. weeks (according to the offer constituting Attachment No. 1 to this contract), counted from the date of receipt by the Contractor from the Ordering Party of the starting material for transcriptome sequencing (meeting the quality criterion of the RNA isolate) .

4. The deadline for the performance of the Service covered by a given Order referred to in paragraph 3 of this contract, also includes providing the Ordering Party with sequential data in an electronic version regarding the results of the tests (
nalyses) carried out.

5. The Contractor undertakes to present to the Employer, on the last day of each month, a written report regarding the completed Orders, indicating the type, quantity and their values, which he made in a given month for his benefit.

6. The Contractor shall provide the Employer, as part of the remuneration received, with the option of tracking the performance of the Service by:

a) making available to the Ordering Party in the Contractor’s electronic database, an individual, personalized account with a password known only to the Ordering Party and the Contractor,

b) appointing a person by means of which the Ordering Party will be able to follow the history of all sequencing and invoicing orders (by e-mail or through personal consultations),

§ 4
1. For the performance of the subject of the contract, the Contractor shall receive a remuneration in the net amount: PLN …........ 2. The Ordering Party undertakes to pay the Contractor remuneration, each time after executing the Service covered by the Order, which is the product of the number of sequencing and the cost of their execution, specified in the Contractor’s offer price form, annex No. 1 to the contract, within 30 days from the date of the Service covered by the Order and delivery of the correct invoice issued by the Contractor.

3. The payment will be made by bank transfer to the Contractor’s bank account indicated in the invoice.

4. The day of debiting the bank account of the Ordering Party shall be set as the date of payment.

§ 5
1. Any complaints will be reported by the Ordering Party, by email, to the email address …................................................ .., no later than within 10 business days from the date of receipt of the result of the Service covered given Order.

2. The Contractor undertakes to consider the complaint within 14 days from the date of its receipt, and in the event of its recognition, to deliver to the Ordering Party, the Service referred to in § 1 of the contract covered by the Order, free from defects, within 6 weeks from the date of submission of the complaint by the Employer.

§ 6
1. The Parties agree on the following contractual penalties:

a) for non-performance of the Service covered by a given Order within the time limit referred to in § 3 para. 3 of the contract, the Contractor shall pay the Ordering Party a contractual penalty in the amount of 1% of the value of the given Order; for each day of delay,

b) if the complaint is accepted, and the Ordering Party fails to deliver the Service covered by the Order, free from defects, within the time limits referred to in § 5 para. 2 of this contract, the Contractor shall pay the Ordering Party a contractual penalty in the amount of 10% of the gross price of the Affected Service covered by the Order, for each day of delay in delivering the Service free of defects.

c) in the event of withdrawal from the contract by the Contractor, for reasons attributable to the Contractor, the Contractor shall pay the Ordering Party a contractual penalty in the amount of 10% of the gross remuneration referred to in §4 paragraph 1 of the contract.

2. If the contractual penalty does not cover the damage suffered, the Ordering Party may claim additional compensation, exceeding the amount of the contractual penalty.

§ 7

- on the basis of art. 18 RODO the right to request the administrator to restrict the processing of personal data, subject to the cases referred to in art. 18 para. 2 RODO;

- the right to lodge a complaint to the President of the Office for Personal Data Protection, when the Contractor considers that the processing of personal data by the Employer violates the provisions of the RODO.

§ 8

1. In matters not covered by the provisions of this Agreement, the provisions of the Civil Code and other applicable legal provisions shall apply.

2. Changes and additions to this contract must be made in writing under pain of nullity.

3. Any disputes that may arise in connection with the application of the provisions of this Agreement shall be submitted by the Parties to the competent court in the General Court for the registered office of the Awarding Entity.

3. This contract is subject to Polish law and the jurisdiction of Polish courts.
